Usually right about now I am sobbing in my bedroom or playing videos games because I can’t ride my bikes. But not this year! 
Winter has already come and gone here in Kelowna and with finishing my grade 12 year with an early graduation I am out almost 
everyday digging. 
 
We don’t usually pull out the bikes until about the middle of March but this year is different. I set my wheels down on dirt in 
January! The warm weather, and soft moist ground is delightful. 
 
Anyways, enough about the weather and back to bikes. I have been out building for the past 8 days now. I went out scoping last 
week and found a spot that a few of the locals have built at before and have now abandoned. It’s a shame they did because the 
dirt is perfect at this time of year and there are endless possibilities for lines. 
 
So far I have built, with some help, two fair size step-downs that share the same landing, both having a decent amount of lip.  
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A big right hand hip with a nice natural run in and recently I have started building a big landing for a jump immediately after the 
step-downs.
